The Value of A Mukmin In His Compassion
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Maasyiral muslimin rahimakumullah,

Let us be truly conscious of Allah s.w.t. Perform all obligations to Him. Refrain from all sinful and wrongful acts. 
Dear blessed congregation,
Our real status in Allah’s sight is not based on the exterior. It does not depend on our age, our physical strength, nor our observable actions. It depends on the quality of our actions, the positive impact and effect of our actions on ourselves and others, as well as the sincerity in our hearts when we perform a certain good act. 
Our beloved Rasulullah s.a.w. said in a hadith narrated by Imam al-Bukhari:
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accept all our deeds and to grant us His forgiveness Amin
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Sabda Rasulullah s.a.w:  
Which means:
“On the day of judgement, a big and heavy man comes but his deeds do not even weigh like the wing of a mosquito. Then the Holy Prophet s.a.w. said “Read what Allah says in the Holy Quran “and on the Day of Resurrection We assign no weight to them.”
Dear blessed congregation,
Let us look at a companion of the Prophet s.a.w. called Sa'ad bin Muaz r.a. In him, we find an excellent example of the quality of actions and contributions, although he became a Muslim for a brief period of time only. He attained a very special status in the sight of Allah s.w.t. and His Prophet s.a.w. 
He became a Muslim at age 31. He wanted to do more after embracing Islam. He loved his tribe, the people of Aus in Madinah, and he called them to accept Islam. 
He demonstrated a deep compassion for others. He helped the Prophet s.a.w. and his companions when they arrived in Madinah. He continued to help them until he died in one of the battles at the age of 37. When he died, the Prophet s.a.w. was reported to have said: 
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Which means:

"The Arasy (Throne) of the Most Compassionate shook when Sa'ad bin Muaz died.” Hadith narrated by Imam Bukhari. 
Look at how special the status of  Sa'ad bin Muaz is in the sight of Allah. He was a Muslim for only 6 years! 6 years only! But he loved his brothers, more than he loved himself. And this led him to help and contribute to their well-being. 

My beloved brothers,
There are many steps for us to become an ummah that loves one another, that displays deep compassion for each other, and that will attain a high status in the sight of Allah: 
First: Contribute through good deeds. We should begin by contributing to our own family, our relatives, and our neighbours. 
But we will only contribute, we will only help, if we are concerned for the welfare of others. If we know who are in difficulties, then we can assist them accordingly. 
Our beloved Prophet s.a.w. showed us the example of a community that loves one another in his beautiful hadith: 
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Which means: 

“The believers, in their love, compassion and affection for one another, are like a body. If one part suffers from pain, the whole body is affected with fever and cannot sleep.”
Second: Seek forgiveness in prayer for our brothers, and refrain from harbouring contempt and revenge for our brothers. 
Apart from helping others, whether financially or with other means, loving our brother means we always ask Allah s.w.t. for our brother’s well-being, and we do not hurt his feelings.  
Allah s.w.t. teaches us to seek prayer for them, and not to harbour jealousy or revenge for them. Allah s.w.t. says in surah Al-Hasyr verse 10:   
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Ertinya:

Which means “And those who came after them say: "Our God! Forgive us, and our brothers who came before us into the Faith, and leave not, in our hearts, rancour (or sense of injury) against those who have believed. Our God! You are indeed full of Kindness, Most Merciful."
Let us increase and improve on the quality of our good deeds. Let us be compassionate in dealing with others in our community. Help others, through financial means or with our expertise. Forgive those who have wronged us. Do not hate them, nor seek revenge on them. May the rahmah and compassion between us be a reason for our happiness in this world and the hereafter Amin. 
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
