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Sunnah of Rasulullah s.a.w. And 

Its Impact On World Civilizations
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Dear beloved Jemaah,

On this blessed Friday, let us pray that Allah s.w.t. continues to protect our taqwa and our faith. Let us consistently strive to perform all of His commandments and avoid all of His prohibitions. Hopefully, we will be in an excellent condition during our meeting with Allah s.w.t. and Rasulullah s.a.w in the hereafter.

Dear beloved brothers,

Upon every arrival of Rabiulawal, the Muslim ummah is reminded of the birth of a very special man with noble characteristics. His name and life lessons will never perish despite the passage of time, for as long as there are people who maintain their faith and hold on to Allah, the Lord of all the worlds. This distinguished person is Prophet Muhammad s.a.w., Allah’s last messenger and the beacon of light for all previous prophets. 

The month of Rabiulawal also serves as the key to open the hearts of everyone who loves Prophet Muhammad s.a.w. Therefore, hearts that love Rasulullah s.a.w. should rejoice, for that love has long been reciprocated by Rasulullah s.a.w. This is clearly recorded in a hadith by the Prophet s.a.w. narrated by Imam Ahmad from Anas bin Malik r.a. who said: “Those who were in the house of Aisyah r.a. were only me, Rasulullah s.a.w. and Abu Bakar r.a.” Rasulullah s.a.w. then said: “O Abu Bakar! I wish to meet my brothers. I wish to meet my brothers because I love them!” Sayyidina Abu Bakar r.a. then replied: “O Rasulullah! We are your brothers!” Rasulullah s.a.w. continued: “You are my companions. My brothers are those who have never seen me but they believe in me and they love me more than they love their children and their parents.”

My dear brothers, in this hadith, Rasulullah s.a.w. was referring to each and every single one of us who professes our faith in him. Furthermore, this is confirmed by Allah s.w.t. in surah At-Taubah verse 128:
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Meaning: “There has come unto you a Messenger from amongst yourselves: it grieves him that you should perish: ardently anxious is he over you: to the Believers is he most kind and merciful.”

However, my beloved brothers, this immense love cannot be realized by any Mukmin, if it only exists through our emotion and feelings alone. This is because the true value of Rasulullah s.a.w.’s teachings comes from Allah s.w.t., and they have a profound positive impact on human civilizations.

To appreciate why Prophet Muhammad s.a.w. is a mercy to all the worlds, a Mukmin needs to truly understand the teachings of Rasulullah s.a.w. which has shaped the philosophical world and raised the hearts and minds of men. This awareness should become the provisions in our journey as a Mukmin to know and appreciate the life of Prophet Muhammad s.a.w.
My dear beloved jemaah,

At a time when a slave is considered as properties whose status is lower than their domesticated livestock, came Rasulullah s.a.w. to accord the highest honor to a former slave, Bilal bin Abi Rabah r.a. He appointed him as the first person to call the azan inviting man to the Lord of the universe.

This is not something that can be imagined at that time, but the teachings of Rasulullah s.a.w. aims to free us from the shackles of human slavery. This can be seen from our belief system where the only servitude and submission is to Allah s.w.t.
At the same time, when the mastery of any forms of knowledge and skills were enjoyed only by the nobility and royalty, came Prophet Muhammad s.a.w. with the command of ‘Iqra’ or to read, for every single person irrespective of their status or gender. As mentioned in the hadith, which means “To seek knowledge is the duty of every Muslim and Muslimah.” Hadith narrated by Imam Baihaqi.
SubhanAllah, my dear brothers, what I have just mentioned earlier is just a small part of the teachings of Rasulullah s.a.w. It is aimed at protecting our lives and that of humanity so that we can return to Allah s.w.t.
The appreciation and practices of the sunnah of Rasulullah s.a.w. should not be limited to the sunnah of his dressings and personal worship only. However, we need to ensure that our appreciation of his sunnah will make us become a society that contributes to the creation of social justice, an ummah with mastery of knowledge, who develops an effective model to eradicate poverty and contribute to world peace.

My dear brothers,

Let us begin our journey to discover and love Rasulullah s.a.w. by studying his characteristics and personality. This is because he forms the cornerstone of our Islamic civilization. If we observe the verses of the Al-Quran, Allah s.w.t. did not praise the quantity of one’s prayers, fasting or amounts of donation that Prophet Muhammad s.a.w. did. Instead, Allah s.w.t. praises the nobility and superiority of the Prophet s.a.w’s character. Allah s.w.t. says in surah Al-Qalam verse 4:
